Cabinet to discuss next stage of 

waste project

Four waste companies are being recommended to move to the next stage of the residual waste procurement project. 

If approved by cabinet on 16th December, the four successful bidders will be invited to submit their detailed ideas in 2010.

Bidders were asked to submit their outline ideas earlier this autumn and four waste companies have come out top through an extensive evaluation process. 

The proposed solutions include a mix of different technologies and in some cases involve final processing outside of Gloucestershire. All the proposed solutions make some use of Javelin Park. 
Cllr Stan Waddington, lead cabinet member for waste, said: “I’m pleased with the number of contractors that came forward and that we still have a mix of technologies and site scenarios to consider. We now have a long way to go to assess each bid and see which one is best for Gloucestershire. We are being as open as the procurement process will allow and I will share more information once cabinet has made its decision.”

Currently, we recycle 42 per cent of our waste in Gloucestershire, with the remainder going to landfill.

Gloucestershire buried about 170,000 tonnes of household waste in 2008/2009 and the council expects a landfill tax bill of £6.6 million this financial year alone.

Landfill tax is currently £40 for every tonne of waste and is set to increase 20% next year because the government is imposing heavy penalties and taxes.

This means councils across the UK are looking to find more environmentally friendly and cost effective ways of dealing with rubbish.
